1. Flare was shut down on 8th January 2022 for ~6 hours due to a power supply outage that occurred
during the weekend. Flare was eventually able to be restarted remotely after initial attempts to login
remotely to the flare had failed.

2. Flare was shut down on 11th January 2022 for ~9 hours due to a power supply outage that occurred out
of business hours. Flare was restarted remotely the next morning.

3. Flare was shut down on 17th January 2022 for ~26.5 hours due to flame failure. The flare could not be
restarted remotely so the flaring system contractor attended site on the 17th and 18th to troubleshoot the
issue. It was identified that the UV sensor had become faulty. The flare was able to be restarted on 18th
January 2022 after the UV sensor was replaced.

4. Flare was shut down on 18th January 2022 for ~1.5 hours due to a power supply outage. Flare was
restarted remotely.

5. Low temperature occurred on 18th January 2022 for ~15 minutes while the flare was restarting after the
power supply outage mentioned above.
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
